INSTALLATION:

* Before Installation:
- We recommend you to let a professional technician install the unit in vehicle.
- Disconnect negative battery terminal of vehicle.
- Revome the trim ring from unit (if installed).
- Remove 2 transit screws lacated on top of the unit.

* Mounting the Head Unit:

- Carefully remove the existing head unit.

- Before finally installing this product, connect wiring harness temporarily and
make sure it’s all connected up properly and test the head unit if it can work
properly. (Consult a qualified technician if you unsure)

- Insert the mounting sleeve into the installation dashboard.

- Bend multiple mounting tabs around the mounting sleeve until the mounting
sleeve is secure.

- Connect all wiring harnesses and slide the head unit into the mounting sleeve

until it clicks into place.

- To fix this DVD player onto the rear part of the chassis using the mounting
sleeve, metal strap, hex bolt and screws to the vehicle.

Note: if you need other screws to fix other terminal, please buy from your dealer

according to the drilling of holes size.
